[image: ] 500-word typed essay explaining why you should be chosen and what you will bring to the classroom.
[image: ] Applicants must provide proof of meeting the educational requirements by submitting their high school transcripts. These transcripts should demonstrate completion of one Math, one English, and one Physics course as outlined in the chart below. These foundational subjects are essential for success in trade school programs. If you lack any of the required courses, you can still apply and work towards obtaining the necessary credentials either through night classes or virtual learning.
