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Journal Entry for April 27 - May 1

Dear Families,

To incorporate other subjects, this week the journal entry will be cross-curricular, we will
be using the journal entry to also examine the Social Studies topic of Local Communities. In
class, the students have learned through discussions and activities that many people live and
work within their community. This week we are asking you to work through this document
to continue this topic and provide a journal entry to your classroom teacher. Please follow
along each step to have rich and in-depth conversations with your student to learn what
they know and engage them in new conversations and ideas. There will be two journal
response questions to be answered as you work through the following activities.

1. First, watch the video from Annie. Annie is a vet tech (a nurse for animals) and has been
caring for puppies that were born early. After watching you can also view the video of the puppies.

Discuss with your student about:
What they have learned from the video?
What is Annie’s job? What type of community helper is she?
How do veterinarian’s meet the needs of the community? Meet the needs of you and your pets?

What is the importance of a veterinarian’s job? What could happen if we did not have veterinarians?

In your journal, record the first response. Responses can be through the student’s own written sentences,
scribing for the student (writing the student’s ideas for them), or by having the student draw pictures and
labelling them (parents can always help to label as well). Journal question #1: How do vet’s meet your needs
and pet needs? What is the importance of their job?

Now discuss with your student the following about how some community services and different community
helpers work together:

- “Did you know that sometimes different community helpers work together? For example, Annie is a vet
tech, that means she is a nurse for animals and works for a vet. The vet also works with a dog breeder
because that’s where the puppies came from. What other community helpers can we brainstorm that work
with animals, or who would work with Annie?”

Once you have brainstormed other community helpers who might work with Annie, go onto your student’s
Epic account and read “Zoo” by Jennifer Colby. This book can read to your student or you may choose to read it
to them by muting the sound. The book will discuss the many different community helpers that it takes to run
aZoo.

Journal Entry #2: tell me three different community helpers that work together at a zoo and two other
community helpers that may work with Annie.
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Journal Entry for April 27 - May 1
Dear Families,

location. This week we are asking you to work through this document to continue
this topic and provide a journal entry to your classroom teacher. Please follow along
each step to have rich and in-depth conversations with your student to learn what
they know and engage them in new conversations and ideas. There will be two journal response questions to be
answered as you work through the following activities. Journal responses can be through the student’s own
written sentences, scribing for the student (writing the student’s ideas for them), or by having the student draw
pictures and labelling them (parents can always help to label as well).

1. First, watch the video from Annie. Annie is a vet tech (a nurse for animals) and has been caring for puppies that
were born early. After watching you can also view the video of the puppies.

2. Discuss with your student about:
- What they have learned from the video? What is Annie’s job?

- How do veterinarian’s meet the needs of the you and your pets? What is the importance of a veterinarian’s
job?

3. Now discuss with your student the following about how some countries have different community helpers and
jobs because of the locations of some countries:

- “Not all countries have vet’s like we do, because of location and features of some countries they have
different community helpers. In Hamilton we have snow plough drivers as community helpers because we
have a seasonal climate where we get lots of snow in the winter. Our farmers farm crops like corn, root
vegetables and soy, they aren’t able to farm fruits like oranges or banana’s because it is not hot enough
here.”

4. Through discussion brainstorm 5 other jobs and aspects of life (clothing, food, housing) that is specific to
Canada because of our climate. Journal entry #1: record your brainstorm.

5. Next log onto your students Epic account and read “Exploring Countries: Mexico” by Collen Sexton and
“Exploring Countries: Sweden” by Collen Sexton (focusing on pages 1-19 for both books, feel free to read entire
book too). Before reading, use google search or maps to look up where each country is. While reading, discuss
the pictures and information that stand out or remind your student of pervious discussions above, like animals,
climate, location, clothing, jobs, etc. After reading, discuss similarities and differences about each of these
countries, Mexico, Sweden and Canada. These books can read to your student or you may choose to read it to
them by pausing the sound.

6. Journal Entry #2: tell me 5 different aspects about each country (school, climate, jobs, daily life, etc) and if
there are any similarities to Canada.
