	Making Compost in a Bag:
How To:
· Using fruit and veggies scraps or other food scrapes, chop them into small pieces and rip up a newspaper or egg carton into small pieces. 
· Then, each student gets a plastic bag and straw, so student can fills their bag with 40% fruits and vegetables (or other scraps) and 60% newspaper.  
· Next drizzle a tablespoon of water into the bag, then zip up the bag and mush everything around.  
· Finally open the bag back up cut a straw in a half and place it in the bag on one end and then zip it back up to let the bag sit. 
Materials: 
A variety of chopped fruits, vegetables or food straps, torn bits of egg carton or newspaper, ziplock bag, straw, water and spoons.

e Have you ever felt angry? Stressed? Frustrated? Let’s try a mental health technique called
mindful breathing. Mindful breathing has been shown to help us manage our emotions.
On the following page you will see 4 shapes: a triangle, square, star, and a figure 8.

1. For each shape, place your finger on a starting point.
Slowly trace your finger around each shape. As you do, breathe in where it says
to, hold your breath where it says to, and breathe out where it says to. You can
count “1....2.....3...7, if that helps you.

3. Try to quiet your mind and focus just on your breathing as you trace your finger

around the shape.

4. Repeat steps 1-3 a couple times for each shape.

Afterwards, in this document or on a separate piece of paper, I would like you to reflect: How
did the mindful breathing techniques make you feel? Which shape worked best?

This week, whenever you are feeling frustrated, angry, worried, or stressed, I would like you to
practice these mindful breathing techniques. See if it helps!
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Your task is to create your own musical instrument! An instrument is
any tool that can be used to create music. For this activity, | would like
you to use recycled items from around your home. When you put these
everyday household items together, you can create something amazing!

Be creative! Think about what kinds of sounds you want to make and
the best materials for achieving that sound. Afterward, we will share our
musical creations digitally in a “Show and Tell” format. Maybe we can
even make some music together! ©
