· Set a good example. Let your child see you reading books, newspapers, and magazines.

· Limit the amount of time your child watches TV, YouTube, or uses the Ipad. Fill this time with mentally and physically challenging activities.

· Play games with your child. Board games, card games, and thinking games are fun alternatives for the entire family.

· Have your child chose a recipe, then read the ingredients and the instructions as s/he helps you make it.

· Encourage your child to have a hobby. Go to the library and check out books to encourage him/her to get started.

· Subscribe to a children’s magazine. Put the subscription in your child’s name so s/he can look forward to reading his/her own mail.

· Make a mailbox with your child, using a shoebox or paper container. Place extra junk mail and special notes in his/her mailbox.

· Give books for birthdays, special occasions, and as rewards.

· With your child, read about different animals and visit the zoo, aquarium, farm, etc.

· Encourage your child to read road signs.
· Play an alphabet game in the car. Have your child locate each letter of the alphabet on the passing billboards and signs.

· Play thinking games in the car. Try 20 Questions using characters, places, or objects from books previously read.
