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We are now into our second week of school and so much learning has occurred already. We are becoming more independent from our parents, we are beginning to follow our entry routines, printing our names, playing with our peers, and so much more. 

Our day is very busy and if your child doesn’t give you a lot of information about their day, that is completely normal and also indicates that they are probably pretty tired. The Parking Lot: Just a reminder that when you are dropping off or picking up your child, to please park on the street or in a parking spot. Do not stop in the driveway as this causes an unsafe situation. This is very dangerous for both the students and drivers driving in the parking lot.  Also, make sure that you are NOT parked in the Handicapped spot as we do have families who need to legitimately use it.
Nutritional Breaks: We have two 40 minute nutrition breaks. We encourage parents to pack healthy, nutritious snacks that are easy to open. Some examples are crackers and cheese, grapes, apples (pre-cut), sandwiches (cut into 4), yogurt, veggies and dip. Reusable drink containers are preferred to bottles of juice, as they are easily tipped over. The students are eating at both breaks so please ensure enough food is sent for both. PLEASE ENSURE ALL FOOD SENT IS PEANUT FREE (including NO Nutella) as we do have students that have allergies to these. We always encourage students to eat their healthy food first before the treat! “Eat first, Talk Later!” 
Velcro Running Shoes:  Please make sure that if you have not sent in a pair of Velcro running shoes that can stay at school, please do so.  This way your child will not miss the fun in gym! Please label them.
Extra Clothes: Please ensure your child has an entire set of weather appropriate clothing to keep at school in their cubby basket. Also includes a few sets of underwear and pants/shorts.
Twist-off Container Lids:  Just a reminder to only send in drink boxes or labeled spill proof containers.  Please keep any bottle/can that can spill at home.  Thanks for your assistance with this.
Mailbags:  Thanks so much for sending your child’s mailbag everyday. This really helps us stay organized and also helps us make sure that you get important information.  Don’t forget to check out the blog website as we always send paperless reminders! 
NO Toys at School: Just a reminder to have your child leave any of his/her toys at home. This distraction can be upsetting for other students who think those toys are school toys and wish to use them. Thank you for your assistance with this issue.
Scholastic Book Orders: More info to follow. This book club is a great way to build your child’s love for books. The flyers showcase books by so many different authors and are often related to popular TV/ Movie Characters. The best part is the books are offered at great prices. Every parent order generates bonus rewards for our class and then we can purchase new literacy/math materials to use in the classroom!
