Writer’s Workshop
We have been busy writing in our classroom. We have been learning how to print our names neatly and correctly (which means only one capital letter!), work on proper pencil grip and letter formation and are beginning to sound out words!  Please encourage your child to listen to the sounds and write what they know.  Don’t get hung up on the correct/adult way to spell a word. We are working on the PROCESS rather than the PRODUCT.                                  

Outside Play:
Every day we will be outside (unless it is raining or below -15), so please be certain your child has labelled indoor shoes to keep at school for the winter, Labelled hat, mittens, coat, warm winter boots and snowpants. PLEASE HAVE YOUR CHILD PRACTICE DRESSING INDEPENDENTLY!!!  When buying BOOTS, please have your child demonstrate that s/he can put them on independently.  If this is a problem, consider trying another type of boot.  Velcro or pull on boots only with no liners please.  Remember, your child will need to dress him/herself several times per day at school.  PLEASE ALWAYS send in snowpants in your child’s backpack if they do not want to wear them to school. This way we have them to put on for outside play even when there is NO SNOW!

Our shared poems we have been working on since September, will be posted shortly on the blog. This is a great opportunity to have your child practice his/her reading skills. Just print out the shared reading poems we post and have your child practice the following:

	*beginning to decode (sound out) words that your child gets stuck on
	*use picture prompts to help remember a word
	*work on fluency of reading and expression
	*retell/answer questions about the reading
         * make a connection to the story by talking about other books, movies, places, etc.
