B.E.A.R. Home Reading Program: Kudos to all the children and families for regularly sending their child’s folder and borrowed classroom books back and forth to school. Reading with and listening to your child read daily is the most important part in making your child literate. Keep up the great work! 
Next Steps:  To keep them moving forward, encourage your child to read the little reader books that come home and after your child is finished, close the book and have your child RETELL what happened in the book. Encourage them to start at the beginning and try to name all the things that were in the book. Also, encourage them to provide more detail such as using character names instead of “he/she”. 
As your child feels confident in retelling the story, ask your child what his/her favourite part was and why. Also ask them what this book made them think about (we are looking for them to make a connection to something that happened to them or to something they saw or read about).

Taking a few minutes to do this, each time you read a book with your child, will greatly benefit them with their comprehension.
