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[image: image8.wmf]The month of May is going to be a busy one. We will be doing our final testing of: letters, sounds, popcorn words, numbers, phonemic awareness and reading levels. 
Math:
Our focus will be measurement and number sense over the next month. We will be using different manipulatives (e.g., ten frames, tally marks, dot plates) and strategies (e.g., counting on, counting back) to solve addition and subtraction problems to 10. Using foam dice from the Dollarstore, is a great way to get your child subitizing (seeing the amount without having to count it) and adding!!! Dominoes are another great way to do math while making it fun!
Needed:
*gold fish crackers

*large Crayola washable markers

*various stickers

*prizes for the prize box

*various sized balls for kinder playground

*old metal pots and pans for our Mud Kitchen outside

*large wooden or plastic spoons, spatulas, etc. for Mud Kitchen
Outside Play: 
Every day we are outside for at least thirty minutes. Please be certain your child still has labelled indoor shoes to keep at school for gym, a labelled sunhat and/or glasses, 8 hour sunscreen applied before school and layered clothing for temperature variances. 
Safety: Please talk to your child about being safe when playing outside. With the nicer weather approaching, we usually see an increase in students having more accidents when they are running on the payment, or when riding the scooters. It is almost like they still think they have snowsuits on to protect them when they fall.

Footwear: Please keep flip flops at home. Students need to be wearing either running shoes or sandals that stay securely on the foot (with Velcro). It is difficult and time consuming to have your child changing from flip flops to running shoes for gym and both breaks. Thanks for your assistance with this. Just a reminder to NOT send your child with lace up shoes unless your child can tie his/her own shoes. This is a safety hazard as we have had laces wrap around the pedals on the bikes.
