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Landform

Explain what it is, and how it is
mode.

Mountain

~large hill with step sides
—formed when large pieces of the earth collide
and forces the earth upwards

Valley

~low spaces between two hills or mountains
—created by vegetation growing between the
hills and mountains

Plateau

~large area of tall land with a mostly flat top
—formed in many dif ferent ways: erosion of
nnountains or magma swells up below the
surface of the earth

Volcano

—a mountain that when erupts allows molten
earth "lava” to flow out
—see how mountain is formed

Desert

~land areas where more water evaporates info
the air than comes back through precipitation

Delta

—found ot the edge of rivers where they meet
the ocean

~dirt and other sediment flow down the river
and creates a triangle piece of land at the
mouth of a river

Tslond

~land that is surrounded on all sides by water
—created several ways: cooled lavo, lots of dirt,
sand and coral building up, form by breaking of f
from a larger piece of land
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Changes to Landforms

Weathering

Weathering is the natural process that breaks down rocks, soil
and minerals into smaller parts when they come into contact
with the Earth’s atmosphere.

Erosion

Erosion moves these weathered pieces fo a new location using
natural things like ice, wind, water, and living organisms.

Deposition

Deposition is the process of eroded soil and rock being
transported by wind, water, ice or gravity and deposited in their
new location creating new landforms or making changes to
existing landforms.

Glaciation

Glaciation is the process of landforms becoming covered by
glaciers or ice sheets. As glaciers move they erode the land
beneath them causing landforms fo change.

Mining

Mining for rocks and minerals
creates changes fo the
Earth’s landforms. Some
mines are dug underground,
while others dig out the
resources and are left open.

{ These mining practices change

the interior and exterior of
the landforms.

Land Reclamation

Land reclomation creates new
land in large bodies of water
(oceans, rivers or lakes). This is
done by filling a section of the
water body with rock or cement,
then adding clay or dirt on the
top fo match the heights of the
new and old land areas. One of
the most well known land
reclamation projects are the
Palm Islands in Dubai.
