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ACADIANS
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As the fleet sailed in single file up the St. Lawrence in June, it
stretched a distance of more than 150 kilometres, The fleet
anchored near ile d’Orléans, just downriver from Québec. Now
General Wolfe had to decide where to attack. The cliffs at the edge

) of the river are very steep, and Québec sat at the top. It would be a
very difficult place to attack. Wolfe considered the possibilities.
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Why did England and France both want Acadia?

England had settlements around Newfoundland, and also
controlled the cod fishing around Grand Banks. The French had
settled around the St. Lawrence River and controlled the fur
trode with the First Nations people. Whichever country controlled
the land of Acadia would control access to three importont
natural resources: the St. Lawrence River, the fur trade and cod
fishing.

The French formally set up the colony of Acadia in 1604, ot Tle
Sainte—Croix. It was a very dif ficult start with scurvy killing many
men. They chose to move the settlement the next year to Port—
Royal. For the next hundred years the English and the French
would battle in North America and in Europe for the Acadion
lands.
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The Loss of a French Colony

After the Treaty of Utrecht was signed the Acadians become
British subjects. They were given one year to leave Acadia if they
wished to remain loyal to France. The Acadians were asked by the
French to move to Cape Breton Island and the Islond St. Jean.
Once the British had established their rule in Acadio, they asked
the Acadian settlers to toke an oath of loyalty to the British
Crown. They refused. They promised that they would not toke
sides between the French and British if war begon between
France and England. The Acadians that remained were granted
freedom of religion and culture.
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The Fortress of Louisbourg

In reaction to losing Acadia, France built the fortress of
Louisbourg, a fortified stone city on Tle Royale (Cape Breton
TIsland). Louisbourg became an important military and naval area
due to its location near the Gulf of St. Lawrence. It also became
an important area of commerce. Ships from Québec, New
England, Europe, and the Caribbean would bring goods for trade.

The Construction of Halifax

The British were threatened by the construction of Louisbourg,
ond built their own fortress in Halifax in 1749. During the years
1745 and 1758 Louisbourg wos captured twice by the British,
then returned to France.
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The British wanted fo remain strong in the Acadion region. They
did not want to lose it to the French again. The British brought in
an army and settlers to Nova Scotia. In the summer of 1749,
more than 2500 people moved to Halifax from Europe. Slowly, a
town started to emerge and several houses were built. There
was not enough room for all of the settlers. Some settlers
spent the winter on the ship, or in tents, but many left Holifax
for other cities such as Boston.

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The Attack on the Beauport Shore
In July, Wolfe sent a force of 4000 soldie

s to attack the Beauport
shore, where the land is more gently sloping. The French

commander, the Marquis Louis-Joseph de Montcalm, had foreseen
this move, and had stationed a strong defensive force there. The
French defenders riddled the attackers with shot and about 440
British soldiers were killed or wounde

1t was a stunning defeat. But Wolfe decided to make the French
think that he would attack there again.

The Beauport Feint

A feint is a move designed to deceive an opponent. Wolfe organized

some of his ships to make the defenders think that he was going to
attack the Beauport shore agai

. He had observation ships go as
close to the shore as possible, as though they were studying the
defences. General Montcalm sent more troops to the Beauport shore
for the attack he was sure would come.

The Anse-au-Foulon

Wolfe had originally intended to attack the Beauport shore. But
then he reconsidered his options. He decided to attack Québec from
the west. This was much more risky, since his troops would have ©
climb the Anse-au-Foulon. This was a steep and narrow path that
the French used to get down to the river for water. He wondered if
he could send his troops up this well-defended path at night. If s
he could get up to the high ground next to Québe
On September 12, when nightfall was

0,

itself.

rting to come early, he
sent a small party to capture the guard post at the bottom of the
path. French-speaking British soldiers pretended that they carried
a message from a French gen

al upstream. The guards let them
into the post, where the invaders quickly killed them with knives-

Wolfe soon arrived to lead about 5000 troops up the path to the
Plains of Abraham, an open

field to the west of Québ
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On the morning of September 13, 1759, Wolfe stood at
the front of his army on the Plains of Abraham. He could
not attack Québec, which was defended by high stone walls.
But the people of Québec would need to go outin search of
food, which was scarce because the British had stopped
trade on the river. Wolfe knesw Montcalm would probably
send troops out to fight the invaders. Unfortunately for
Montcalm, his best troops were at the Beauport shore, sent
there in response to Wolfe's feint.

The “Thin Red Line”

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When the lines were about 70 metres apart, Wolfe ordered his
front line to fire. The British troops were fresh and close together.
Their shots were deadly. The front line knelt to reload, and Wolfe
ordered the second line to fire. The second line knelt to reload, and
the third line fired. Then the first line stood up and fired again.
Every 20 seconds, one of the British lines fired. The French were
cut to pieces.

Wolfe and Montcalm were both killed in the Battle of the Plains
of Abraham. The Marquis de Vaudreuil, the French governor,
surrendered to General Jeffrey Amherst, the new British
commander, and Québec came under British control.

The Articles of Capitulation

As part of the terms of surrender, the French governor, the
Marquis de Vaudreuil, presented General Amherst with a list of
demands to protect the inhabitants of Québec. On the opposite
Page you can see a summary of some of the significant ones.
Numbers 25 and 28 were very important victories for the
French. Most British people were Protestants. But the commander
agreed that the Roman Catholic religion would be allowed to
continue. The church

throughout New France would not be
damaged, and the religion could continue as an important part of the
1ife of the people. As a result of this and later decisions, the Roman
Catholic religion has remained a

tal part of French Canadian life.

What was the purpose of this document?

Tt was issued by King George IIT tfo establish a government in the North American
colonies following the Seven Years War

Tt established a framework for the negotiation of treaties with the Indigenous
peoples

What were the main points presented in this document?

Reserved a large area in the North American interior for the exclusive use of the
Indigenous peoples

Tt states explicitly that Indigenous people reserved all lands not ceded by or
purchased for them

Western lands were reserved strictly as hunting grounds for the First Nations

What the impact on the Canadiens?

« Tt had a significant impact os it contributed to the outbreak of the American

Revolution in 1775 —as this document cloimed the North American interior west
of the Appalachian Mountains as an Indigenous reserve which upset the
settlers of the Thirteen Colonies who wanted western expansion

* The proclamation prohibited any private person from buying Indigenous lands
* The King reserved the right to purchase these lands for himself
*  The proclamation set up the constitutional basis for the future negotiations of

TIndigenous treaties in British North America

What is the significance of this document to Canadian history?

Tt is referenced in section 25 of the Constitution Act, 1482

Tt is referenced in Canada's Chart of Rights and Freedoms which assures that its
interpretation will renain an inportant part of any attempt to clarify Indigenous
rights in Canadion law
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What was the purpose of this document?

* Tt wos an Act for making more effective Provisions for the
Government of the Province of Québec in North America

* It enlarged the boundaries of the province to include Labrador, Ile
d'Anticosti and Iles de lo Madeleine on the east, and the Indigenous
peoples’ territory south of the Great Lakes

What were the main points presented in this document?

* Religious freedom was guaranteed for the Roman Catholic majority

* Restored French civil law and British criminal law and provided for
continued use of the Seigneurial System

What the impact on the Canadiens?

* Woas an attempt to deal with some of the problems created by the
Royal Proclamation which had reduced the size of New France ond
created lands for the Indigenous peoples

* Tt enobled the Québec economy to rely again on fisheries and the

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The Seven Years’ Wor In North America

Both the French and British claimed the land in the Ohio Valley. In
1753, the French tried to assert their claim on the land by
constructing some fortifications in the region. The French also
wonted to protect their interests in the fur trade. This upset the
British, who sent in a militia colonel by the name of George
Woshington. Even though George Woshington surprised the French
with his ottack, he was defeated by the French soldiers.
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The Seven Years’ War, 1756-17

The Seven Years’ War was the climax of the fighting between the
British and the French. It was fought all over the world. In North
America, the war got going seriously in 1758. In that year, the
British captured Louisbourg and destroyed the fortress. The St.
Lawrence River now lay open to British invasion.
