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What wos the purpose of this document?

¢ 1760 - The governor of Québec surrendered New France to a British
invasion. New France wos under military occupation and rule unti a
definitive treaty of peace was negotioted

* The Treaty of Paris wos signed on Feb. 10 1763 by France, Britain and
Spain

What were the main points presented in this document?

* By the terms of the treaty, Britoin obtained the French possessions of
Cape Breton Island, Quebec and the Great Lakes Basin and the east
bank of Mississippi

* France retfained fishing rights in Newfoundland and the Gulf of St.
Lawrence

What the impact on the Canadiens?
* Britain guaranteed French Canadians limited freedom of worship
« French Canadians were given 18 months to emigrate if they wished

What is the significance of this document to Canadian history?

*  Britain would later lose their US.A. colonies in the American Revolution,
but the northern colonies would become the modern country of Canada

* Marked the end of a phase of conflict in North America
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What was the purpose of this document?

Tt was issued by King George IIT tfo establish a government in the North American
colonies following the Seven Years War

Tt established a framework for the negotiation of treaties with the Indigenous
peoples

What were the main points presented in this document?

Reserved a large area in the North American interior for the exclusive use of the
Indigenous peoples

Tt states explicitly that Indigenous people reserved all lands not ceded by or
purchased for them

Western lands were reserved strictly as hunting grounds for the First Nations

What the impact on the Canadiens?

« Tt had a significant impact os it contributed to the outbreak of the American

Revolution in 1775 —as this document cloimed the North American interior west
of the Appalachian Mountains as an Indigenous reserve which upset the
settlers of the Thirteen Colonies who wanted western expansion

* The proclamation prohibited any private person from buying Indigenous lands
* The King reserved the right to purchase these lands for himself
*  The proclamation set up the constitutional basis for the future negotiations of

TIndigenous treaties in British North America

What is the significance of this document to Canadian history?

Tt is referenced in section 25 of the Constitution Act, 1482

Tt is referenced in Canada's Chart of Rights and Freedoms which assures that its
interpretation will renain an inportant part of any attempt to clarify Indigenous
rights in Canadion law
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What was the purpose of this document?

* Tt wos an Act for making more effective Provisions for the
Government of the Province of Québec in North America

* It enlarged the boundaries of the province to include Labrador, Ile
d'Anticosti and Iles de lo Madeleine on the east, and the Indigenous
peoples’ territory south of the Great Lakes

What were the main points presented in this document?

* Religious freedom was guaranteed for the Roman Catholic majority

* Restored French civil law and British criminal law and provided for
continued use of the Seigneurial System

What the impact on the Canadiens?

* Woas an attempt to deal with some of the problems created by the
Royal Proclamation which had reduced the size of New France ond
created lands for the Indigenous peoples

* Tt enobled the Québec economy to rely again on fisheries and the
traditional fur trode

What is the significance of this document to Canadian history?
* Newly arrived anglophones were dissatisfied with the privileges
granted by the Québec Act to the French language population
* The Act was eventually replaced by the Constitutional Act which
created Upper and Lower Canada
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Who did the Treaty of Paris benefit? Why?
o Tt benefited the British because they gained control over the region and
acquired land that had been previously occupied by the French

Who did The Royal Proclamation benefit? Why?

o Tt benefited the British once again because they acquired land and had
control over the entire region

o The Indigenous peoples were oble to live on their protected land, but
were unable to sell it to private citizens.

e This ensured that the King would always have access and power over
the lond

Who did the Québec Act benefit? Why?

o The Britfish, but there were benefits for the French as their civil low
waos recognized and was meant to show a greater fairness towards the
French Catholic residents

Why might the British have made the Quebec Act only one year after the
Royal Proclamation?
o Needed to fix the issues created by the previous Acts
