Coop Students will gain experience working with children, youth and their parents, as well as professional arts educators. Key responsibilities include:

-Observe and assist the primary instructor in teaching camp programs.
-Support a physically and emotionally safe space for campers, free of discrimination to promote an overall positive camp experience.
-Assist in the supervision of campers during regular camp hours and extended care programs.
-Develop and facilitate extended care activities for campers in conjunction with HCA Administration and volunteers.
-Supervise campers during washroom, snack and lunch breaks. 
-Assist in maintaining costumes, props, instruments, and visual arts supplies related to camp programs.
