Success Criteria (for each card):
Front of Card:

Detailed, colourful artwork on the front of card: using pencil crayons, markers, or coloured paper
All words/sentences are in French (English translation underneath)
Lettering is in LARGE PRINT, no pencil marks, use thin sharpie or pen over top

Inside of Card:
Detailed, colourful artwork on the inside of card: using pencil crayons, markers, or coloured paper
Lettering is in LARGE PRINT, no pencil marks, use thin sharpie or pen over top
All words/sentences are in French (English translation underneath)
Format:

Salutation - use models
Message - use models
Closing - sign the card: Rockton Student or use FIRST name only) - no last name
